Basic Structure of an HTML document:   (file extension htm or html)
· DOCTYPE – specifies the HTML or XHTML standard used by the document
· Html (root) element – marks beg/end of html code
· Head element – document heading (title, favicon, css)
· Body element – document body (content)
Comments can span multiple lines and comment out code.

· HTML tag names can be upper, lower, or mixed case

· XHTML all lowercase, closing tag always required, correct nesting required

HTML v. XHTML
· HTML attribute names can be upper, lower, or mixed case/ XHTML all lower case

· In XHTML all attribute values must be enclosed in single or double quotes.  Not in HTML

· In HTML Boolean attribute name and = sign can be omitted to turn value on.  XTML cannot omit.
Block elements:
head –  contains a title, link, metadata


title (required) - specifies text displayed in the browser’s title bar and perhaps in a tab for the 
webpage or taskbar in windows

favicon


css file

body – contains document body (web page content)
h1, h2, h3, h4, h5, h6  - headings at 200%, 150%, 117%, 100%, 83%, 67% of base font size 

P – text at 100% base font size (typically times new roman 16 pixels)
