Six data types:
integer, double, boolean, string, array, object
Boolean:  true, false (literals)  TRUE, FALSE also in PHP but whose values can be redefined
String ‘’ or “” single is slightly more efficient because there is no interpretation of $variables
Built-in arrays: 
$_GET : getting data from database server, formatted in the url with ? followed by & separated parameters
$_POST:writing data to database server,  more secure
Built-in functions:
date($format)  uses (Y four digit yr, y two digit yr, m month w/ leading zeroes, day w/ lead 0)
isset($name) – true if name is set and not null
empty($name) – true if name is empty
is_numeric($price) – true if price a number

if statements:
if ( $amount < 0 ) {
     /* php statements here */
}

if ( $amount < 0){
} elseif ( $amount > 100) {
} else {
}

switch($page){
   case “Home”:
     echo “you selected home.”;
   case “About”:
     echo “you selected about.”;
   case “News”:
     echo “you selected news.”;
}

Loops:
while ($amount > 0){    /* also do while */
  /* statements */
}

for ($i=1;$ $i<10; $i++){
  /* statements */
}

break;  continue;
