Attendance, Preparation and Participation: (35%)
Attendance (10%)

Initially, you will have an attendance grade of 100 points. Your attendance grade will be lowered by four points for each class missed, except for documented medical reasons, college associated events, or extreme circumstances. More than seven absences will result in failure of the course.
Participation and preparation (10%)

You are expected to read all material for the day it is assigned.  From time to time you will be given additional reading comprehension questions or reading discussion questions to prepare.  In class participation is expected. Your participation grade will be lowered for the day if you fail to bring the assigned text to class.
Oral presentation (5%)

Each student will select a topic and date from a list of those available and make a ten minute oral presentation on the topic.
Quizzes (10%)
There will be short quizzes on the assigned reading at the beginning of each class.  Make-up quizzes will not be given. 

Exams: (35% ) There are three in class exams.  The two midterm exams will count 10% of your final grade.  The final exam will count 15%.

Writing: (30%) There will be seven (6) papers due during the semester.

There will be six short papers, one to two pages in length, 3% each.  There will be one longer paper, a minimum of three to four pages in length, 12%.

Papers will be free of spelling mistakes, double spaced, typed, twelve point font size, Times New Roman or similar font, with standard margins. No additional spacing should be used to separate paragraphs.  Title page and author information should be on a separate sheet or not included at all.  The first paragraph of the paper should begin one inch from top of page.  Use MLA or APA style of referencing and works cited. This class adheres to the Eckerd College plagiarism policy. 
The six short papers should demonstrate knowledge of the assigned reading and a thoughtful reflection on the issues/themes addressed by the reading. The writing assignment will be due at the beginning of the class in which the material is discussed.  Late assignments will not be accepted for the short papers.  Assignments which are completed but cannot be submitted in person due to illness will be accepted if submitted by the deadline (via someone else).  Papers will not be accepted via email.
The subject for the long paper will be distributed later in the semester.
