3.  Give the Java code to perform the requested tasks using at least one String method.
String game = “Paper, Scissors, Rock”; 
String x = “Stop”;

String sport = “Swimming”;

String place = “beach”; 
Convert the string contained in game to all uppercase letters.
Find the length of the string contained in place and store it into an appropriately typed variable that you create.

Find the position of the first blank in game and store it into an appropriately typed variable that you create.

Print the substring that starts at that position and is four letters long.
Extract the third letter of the string stored in x and store it into an appropriately typed variable that you create.

Find the position of the substring min within the string sport, and store it into an appropriately typed variable that you create.

Prompt a user to enter a VIN (e.g. XJG24567J2098), read it and store it into an appropriately typed variable.
