a) (j > 5) || (k==12)

b) (c == ‘a’) && (k > 10)

c) (k >= 1) && (k <= 20)
d) (j >= 1) || (j <=10)
e) (c == ‘a’) && (c == ‘A’)
f) (j>1) || (k < n) && (s.equals(“xyz”))

3. Give the Java expression which is true when
a) all of the following are true: a is greater than 10, the sum of x and y is equal to twelve, q is negative

b) either of the following are true: code is equal to S, hours is less than or equal to 40 
c) x is a value between 1 and 100

d) none of the following are true: k is less than 6, value is equal to MAX
