GIS Homework 2012
Upload  map files to file server:
A.  First we will create a virtual drive on another computer (eckserver) so that you will be able to access your work from any PC in the lab in the future.  We will make a folder on eckserver and put all of the data sets from the CD in that folder.  Each time you come into the lab, you will have to perform the steps below to connect to your new folder on eckserver.    

To connect to your folder on eckserver (this will make it look like any other drive):
· From the START menu, right-click on “My Computer” 
· Select “Map Network Drive”

· In the Map Network Drive window, select drive G:

· For Folder, enter \\eckserver.eckerd.edu\username  (for example: \\eckserver.eckerd.edu\deburekr )
· Make sure “Reconnect at Login” is unchecked, click Finish.
· Enter your samba password on eckserver (Make sure “Remember…” is unchecked).  Click OK.

· Create a new folder called GIS  (Save all future work in this folder.)
To disconnect:  (Not yet!!  You will do this when you are finished working for the day)
· On the left pane of the window showing your new folder on eckserver, right-click on “My Network Places”

· Select “Disconnect network drive”

· Select G: and click OK
B.  Now copy the files from the CD into the folder on eckserver you have just created.

· Put the CDrom from your book in the CD drive 
· In the folder that opens up for the CD drive, double click on the MGIS folder.  

· Double click on the mgisdata5e icon.  

· Enter G:\GIS as the folder.  Click “unzip.”  

The data will be placed in a folder called mgisdata in your GIS folder.  You will not have to repeat this step when you return to the lab.  You have copied the files.

     Start ArcCatalog from the start menu.  Start->All Programs->ArcGIS->ArcCatalog
A. Do steps 1-6.  (In step 2, in the Connect to Folder window, select your username with ‘Samba 3.0.21b(eckserver)’ and don’t worry about disconnecting for now.)  
Question 1:  What are the names of the coverages in the archive folder?
                    What are the names of the tables in the archive folder?
                  What are the names of the rasters in the archive folder?
                  What are the names of the layer files in the archive folder?
                  What are the names of the shapefiles in the archive folder?
Question 2:  What is the name of the county in the southeast corner of Oregon?

B. Continue the steps.  When you complete step 10, please capture the ArcCatalog screen by pressing the keys Alt-PrntScrn together.   You may think nothing happened, but this will copy the active window.  Then immediately open Word and then paste it (go to the edit menu and paste or hit ctrl V at the same time).  Put two ArcCatalog screens on each page.  You can resize them (without changing the aspect ratio) by dragging any of the handles at the corner of the screen image in your Word document.  (12 pts)  

C. Now do steps 11-27.  Capture the screen and paste into your Word document. (16pts)
