GIS Fall 2012:  Homework 4  
Go to “mastering the skills” for CH 4 (page 114).  Create a word document as you did for the first homework, pasting screen shots into the document as needed.  Resize screen shots such that two images occupy one page in your document (one on top of the other).

A. Staple your work and document 1) how long this took you, 2) who you helped/were helped by, and 3) pledge the assignment.  After Opening map document ex_4.mxd, right-click the Layers name in the Table of Contents and change the name to your last name. Save as ex_4yourlastname  (8pts)
B. Do steps 1-16.  In step 15, be sure to use the light blue named “Blue” with the black outline when choosing your colors (otherwise the blue and red can be difficult to distinguish in a black and white copy).  Grab a picture of your map and paste it into your word document. (10pts)
C. Now do steps 17-24.  Capture the screen and paste it into your Word document.  (20pts)

D. Now do steps 25-26.  Before clearing the selection, scroll to the bottom of the table, capture the table and paste it into your word document.(5pts)

E. Now do steps 27-31.  Capture the screen and paste it into your Word document.  (5pts)
F. Do #10 (on p. 128).  The question asks you to capture and print the map that shows the counties colored by subregion.  Also answer the two questions in exercise #10 (e.g., which subregion has the largest number of counties, etc.) somewhere in a text box on the map. (20pts)
Go to “mastering the skills” for CH 5 (page 142).  
A. After Opening map document ex_5.mxd, right-click the Layers name in the Table of Contents and change the name to your last name. Save as ex_5yourlastname (2pts)
B.  Now do steps 1-14.  Making sure the TOC, map and Select by Attributes are all visible, capture the screen and paste it into your word document. (10pts)

C. 15-19  Show the attribute table with only the selected entries and the Select by Attributes window containing your query.  Capture the screen and paste it into your Word document to show the contents of both windows.  (10pts)

D. Now do steps 20-23.  Show the TOC, the map, and the Select by Location window containing your query. Then capture the screen and paste it into your Word document.  (10pts)
Read through the remainder of the steps in this section.
