4. Turn off the Watershed Hazard, Watersheds and Block Population layers. Do Mastering the Skills 19-20.  When you complete #20, please capture and print just the map (I don’t need the TOC, etc).  (20pts)
5. Do #8 of the exercises (p. 184).  Create a map which shows the counties, cities and airports in Oregon.  Color the cities according to their distances from the closest airport (use a ramp to make the further cities a darker color).  Also use an “airfield” symbol to indicate the locations of the airports.  Please capture and print your map (30 pts)
